36. So what is the matter with those who disbelieve that they
hasten to listen from you [O Muhammad alwy 43 &) La), in
order to deny you and to mock at you, and at Allih’s Book
(this Qur’in)],

37. (Sitting) in groups on the right and on the left (of you, O
Muhammad alay 4l &) La)?

38. Does every man of them hope to enter the Paradise of
Delight?

39. No, that is not like that! Verily, We have created them
out of that which they know!

40, So 1 swear by the Lord of all the [three hundred and
sixty-five (365)] points of sunrise and sunset in the east and the
west that surely We are Able

41. To replace them by (others) better than them; and We
are not to be outrun.

42. So leave them to plunge in vain talk" and play about,
until they meet their Day which they are promised —

43. The Day when they will come out of the graves quickly
as racing to a goal,

44. With their eyes lowered in fear and humility, ignominy
covering them (all over)! That is the Day which they were
promised!

21. Niih (Noah) said: “My Lord! They have disobeyed me,
and followed one whose wealth and children give him no
increase but loss.

22. “And they have plotted a mighty plot.

23. “And they have said: ‘You shall not leave your gods: nor
